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1. BACKGROUND TO CATHSSETA 

 

1.2. The Skills Development Act (No 97 of 1998) (SDA) makes provision for the establishment of 

Sector Education and Training Authorities (SETAs) for each national economic sector and 

thereby aims to develop the skills of the South African workforce by increasing the investment 

in education and training in the labour market; and encouraging employers to play a 

meaningful role in developing employees, particularly the previously disadvantaged. 

 

1.3. The Culture, Arts, Tourism, Hospitality and Sport Sector Education and Training Authority 

(CATHSSETA) was established through the SDA, to research and establish a nationally 

recognised Sector Skills Plan (SSP) supported by skills development programmes serving the 

interest of the following sectors: 

1.2.1 Arts, Culture and  Heritage; 

1.2.2 Conservation; 

1.2.3 Gaming and Lotteries;
